OVERVIEW

Education Code Section 48926 requires county superintendents to submit a plan to The Superintendent of Public Instruction, no later than June 30, 1997, regarding the provision of educational services to all expelled students in the county.  Section 48926 further provides that each county superintendent of schools, in conjunction with district superintendents in the county, shall submit to the Superintendent of Public Instruction a triennial update to that plan.  The following plan is the required triennial update due June 30, 2006.

The four elementary school districts, one high school district and the four unified school districts of Glenn County provide services to 5,977 students at seventeen traditional school sites, and eighteen alternative school sites.  Due to the rural nature and the relatively small size of each school district in Glenn County, the County Office of Education along with the nine school districts formulated a plan for the education of expelled students, which is discussed in this document.

California Education Code Section 48916.1 states, “At the time an expulsion of a pupil is ordered, the governing board of the school district shall ensure that an educational program is provided to the pupil who is subject to the expulsion order for the period of the expulsion…”  Glenn County School Districts may refer expelled students to their Community Day Schools or to another district’s Community Day School by contractual agreement.

California Education Code Section 48926 also states, “The plan shall be adopted by the governing board of each school district within the county and by the county board of education.”  A countywide plan was designed and adopted by all school districts and the County Office of Education in 1997.  The Updated Plans were completed in June of 2003, and May 2006.
The approval of the Glenn County Board of Education and the submission of this plan to the Superintendent of Public Instruction shall satisfy requirements associated with the “county plan for provision of educational services to expelled students.”  In addition, this plan shall be distributed to every district superintendent in Glenn County and updated prior to June 30, 2006, as required by law.

EXISTING EDUCATIONAL ALTERNATIVES FOR EXPELLED YOUTH

The following educational alternatives for expelled pupils in Glenn County include:

1. Suspended expulsion with placement on the same school campus;

2. Request enrollment at another district as described in E.C. 48915.1

during the period of expulsion for a less serious offense, amended by SB 2834;

3. Enroll student in a District Community Day School;

4. Enroll student in another Districts’ Community Day School by 

contractual agreement;

5. Enroll students in court school if the offense warrants placement in 

juvenile hall.

Students that refuse to attend the assigned alternative education placement are declared truant and referred to the Glenn County School Attendance Review Board.  The County Office of Education, County Department of Probation and all of the school districts in the county have joined resources in order to hire a half time School Attendance Review Board Officer to intervene with chronically truant students.  This has been a successful tool that has ensured that compulsory attendance laws are followed.

GAPS IN EDUATIONAL SERVICES

The gaps that exist in respect to providing educational services to expelled students:

1. A student could be expelled from a district under Education 

Code 48915 and referred to a Community Day School and then commit another expellable offense and have no alternative placement.

STRATEGIES FOR ADDRESSING IDENTIFIED GAPS 

IN SERVICES 2006
1. A student who violates Education Code 48915 while enrolled at a
Community Day School may be expelled for a second time, and if appropriate, the expulsion could be suspended and the student transferred to a more traditional setting and participate in an Independent Study instructional program if all parties agree that it is in the best interest of the child.  
2. The County Superintendent’s group has agreed to review these 

cases, (case by case), and develop individual educational arrangements and to make recommendations to local school boards.

3. The SELPA Director will work with District Administrators to resolve issues that arise from students living in a district and being served in another district.

ALTERNATIVE PLACEMENTS FOR STUDENTS WHO FAIL TO MEET THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THEIR REHABILITATION PLAN  or  WHO POSE A DANGER TO OTHER DISTRICT STUDENTS, AS DETERMINED BY THE GOVERNING BOARD

1.
Each superintendent will review those cases one by one.  The superintendent’s group will serve as a forum to develop alternatives if necessary.    Interagency partners (i.e., Health Services, Law Enforcement, Social Services) will be solicited to create a more intensive communication and support structure, for the student.
