Dear Parents

As  a way of improving attendance, Glenn County school districts have implemented the School Attendance Review Board (SARB) and have acquired an attendance officer through the Glenn County Probation Department to assist with the program.

For your information we have listed the applicable Education Codes that are important for your understanding.


According to Section 48200 of the Education Code, each person between the


Ages of 6 through 18 must be in school.


According to Section 48260 of the Education Code, if a student is absent from 

School without a valid excuse, the student is truant.  The law further states that if a minor is truant/tardy more than three times in a school year, the student is considered a habitual truant.

If, during the investigation of truancy, it is shown that the parent or legal guardian of the truant is responsible for or contributing to the minor not attending school on a regular basis, the parent or legal guardian may be issued a citation for violation of Section 272 of the Penal Code and the case may be submitted to the District Attorneys Office for prosecution.

ABSENCES ARE EXCUSED FOR THE FOLLOWING REASONS:

1. Illness

2. Death in the immediate family

3. Medical/dental appointments for student

4. Quarantine

5. Court appearance

Parents are responsible for calling school each day to advise the school of student’s absences.  Absences not cleared within a reasonable time will be considered unexcused.  Parents must adhere to the school calendar and plan vacations accordingly.  Vacations taken during school days are considered unexcused absences.
