A Message from the Director of the
Early Head Start and Head Start Programs in Glenn County

Head Start and Early Head Start goes beyond the academics of educating chil-
dren and kindergarten readiness. Our commitment to wellness, health, nutri-
tion and other services offered by Head Start help ensure that children’s basic
needs are met so that they are available to learn. Parents also have the oppor-
tunity to excel, develop their own strengths, locate resources in the community
and learn how to problem solve.

Daily instruction includes promoting social emotional development and teach-
ing life skills such as expectations, attending, self-control, communication,
sharing, empathy, critical thinking, taking initiative, and self-directed engaged
learning. Life skills help build children’s confidence to become well-rounded;
they are essential for helping children reach their full potential.

In 1965, Head Start began as a summer program to support low-income families living in poverty. Over
561,000 children throughout the United States showed up for the few thousand slots; Head Start expanded
to accommodate, welcoming all of them. Over 40 years later, Head Start worked to close the achievement
gap by providing program and services to 22 million low-income children and families.

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The History of Child and Family Services with
Glenn County Office of Education

4 1965 Glenn County Office of Education (GCOE) became a
grantee, operating Head Start Programs within the county.

4 1986 Services were expanded as the grantee of a General Child
Care contract

4 1997 The Alternative Payment Program and the Resource and
Referral Program were added to the services provided by
GCOE.

4 2002 GCOE was awarded federal funding to begin infant and toddler services through the
Early Head Start program.

4 2005 Two State Preschool classrooms were added by Child and Family Service (CaFS) at the
Hamilton City Elementary School Campus.

Child and Family Services employs more than 87 individuals who provide direct services to children.
Direct or subsidized childcare is provided by 50 licensed family childcare providers and 53 exempt
childcare providers for over 500 eligible children annually. Glenn County Office of Education oversees
and administers all childcare funds through CaFS for Glenn County with the exception of a single State
Preschool contract and Migrant Head Start program.

Our preschool curriculum is principled around engaging
children’s curiosity. Intentionally planned experiences in
math, language, literacy, the arts, and science build strong
foundations for learning. Integrating academics, physical
development and nutrition with social emotional learning
we support children to be ready for kindergarten.

Enrollment

Of the 244 children the program is funded to serve,
the average monthly enrollment was 100% for the
2009/2010 school year. Head Start serves approxi-
mately 55% of the eligible three and four year olds,
while Early Head Start only serves 13% of the eligible
birth to age three in Glenn County.

Early Head Start is funded to serve 63 pregnant moms,
infants and toddlers. During the 2009-2010 school
year, Early Head Start actually served a total of 97 chil-
dren in the following age groups.

Parent and Community Involvement

The foundation of the Early Head Start/Head Start pro-
gram is based on a strong involvement of parent and
community members. Parents and community members
are actively recruited to support our programs with the
gift of their time or other donations. During the year,
563 persons contributed to Early Head Start and Head
Start programs in support of our littlest learners.

Parents and community members also serve on the Pol-
icy Council which shares governance responsibility with
the County Superintendent in overseeing quality services
to children and families. The Policy Council is made up
of current and past parents, community representatives
and a liaison from the Board of Education.

Parents have many opportunities to be involved in their
child’s education by planning activities and curriculum
with their child’s Teacher or Home Visitor, by setting
learning goals for their child and participating in home
visits and Parent Teacher conferences. Parents are also
encouraged to participate in a variety of workshops and
parent meetings designed to give them information and
provide a place to network with other parents.

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200972010 HEAD START/EARLY HEAD STARTGRANT EXPENDITURES

In March 2009, the Early Head Start and Head Start pro-
grams underwent a week-long federal review with a team
of eight individuals representing the Administration for
Children and Families (ACF). There are over 1,000 regu-
lations that Early Head Start and Head Start must comply
with. The review team found only two areas of non-
compliance, which were corrected or in the process of
being corrected before the federal review was over.

Our area of strength noted by the federal reviewers was
the locally designed “Heros” program. This program is a
literacy-based collaboration between area high schools
and Head Start. Participating high school students are
coached on child development techniques and reading
books to preschoolers. The high school students provide
young children with positive role models and become
their “Heros.”
