Judges will 

score entries based on the rubric (also on the webpage), taking into con-

sideration the grade level of the student and that fact that the event is 

taking place early in the year. 

• While we would love for this event to be free, we must charge $10 per 

student to supplement facility rental, food, and author fees.
